And whereas, with a view to prevent the occurrence of such problems, the
State Government has proposed to issue directions in exercise of the powers
conferred under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, to impose
ban on plastic carry bags, banners, buhtings, flex, plastic flags, plastic plates,

plastic cups and plastic sheets (for spreading on dining table) used in functions;
